January 2025

people and distribute food packages. The FMI family gave generously 
and we were able help the people of Zimbabwe in an impactful way. We 
so enjoyed working with Pastor Tatenda and the Eternal Word family to 
bless and love the community.
 
We departed on Monday, the 13th of January, from Levubu. Even though 
the border crossing had its challenges, we travelled safely up to 
Masvingo. We reached Chivhu later in the day and spent the evening 
there.
 
The following morning, we purchased the food items in town and 
travelled to meet with Pastor Tatenda. With joy and thankfulness we 
proceeded to distribute the food packages to several churches who were 
gathering to receive these relief parcels.

Each family could receive maize, soya beans, oil and salt. As they were 
called forward to receive the package, some would break out in dancing. 
Others in song, and still others in exuberant celebration! It was humbling 
to witness the gratefulness of the people - we have much to be thankful 
for!

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ZAMBIA OUTREACH BY ROAD
27 June - 13 July 2025

 
There’s something special that happens when you go on outreach or mission. 
And it happens Every. Single. Time. You come back filled, alive and with new 
things you’ve learnt, tools you’ve gained and revelations you’ve received. 
With the Zambia missions, each village is different, and people are different, 
so it’s no wonder that you experience something different each time. But each 
time the Lord wants to teach you something new too. My favourite takeaways 
were seeing how hunger can determine how deep a village can go with the 
Lord, and a beautiful experience of how the Lord is always speaking, and 
wanting to partner with us, but are we listening?
 
Our team, which included one child and two teens (age is but a number), from 
around South Africa split into three smaller teams to reach six villages around 
Lusaka. The first village our team went to was hungry. Arriving in the dark that 
first night, we were welcomed with joyful singing. We awoke before the sun 
rose to the local women worshiping and praying in tongues. Children were 
excited for activities, adults were hungry to learn, and everyone was eager to 
form relationships. They were hungry to receive whatever we were to teach 
on. And it was evident that Holy Spirit was moving. It was a beautiful time 
within a lovely village. We saw a lot of inner healing, as well as physical 
healing, deliverance, and baptisms. Their hunger allowed the Lord to take 
them deeper and pull more out of us as a team.
 
Our second village was strange. In fact, it was quite the opposite of hungry. 
Yet it was my favourite experience, simply because of what I learnt from the 
Lord. Our first day there was a Sunday. The church service we had was 
beautiful, where, through numerous team members, the Lord released so 
much about what He was wanting to do in the region. It felt exciting, there 
was such anticipation. And then on Monday morning, at our first session we 
sensed that there was something holding people back. Their lack of hunger 
drew very little out of us. So, we sought the Lord again for what He was 
saying, what He was wanting to do in the region. We got a sense that He was 
wanting to prepare the spiritual atmosphere. 
 
So, we waited on Him for what He wanted to do. He would speak through so 
many different ways, you just had to keep your eyes open, and your heart 
tuned to Him. He would show us things in the natural or you would sense it in 
the spirit, and He would confirm it by what followed. In just 4 days, we could 
sense that the Lord had shifted the spiritual atmosphere in a big way. It was 
very little to do with us, and all to do with Him. We would simply declare and 
pray in agreement to what we felt or sensed Him saying or showing, and He 
did the rest. The Lord is always speaking, we just need to look for it, to tune in 
to it. And He is always wanting to partner with us, to use us to bring the 
Kingdom of Heaven down to earth.

Zambia, you captured my heart. I love knowing the meaning of names. 
Zambia means “the grand river.” Doing some more research, it also means

living water. A grand river, living water, new Life.

Our time in Chamulimba village was very special. The meaning of 
Chamulimba is “hard work” or “diligent.” It is so true. They are beautiful, 
hardworking people. We saw so many people’s lives change, and joy filled 
that area. God really directed our footsteps and led us to a youth 
centre/orphanage, where we had the privilege as a team to just love and 
release joy. It was definitely a highlight and a God moment. God also gave us 
favour to minister at the school, where there are 700 children - primary and 
high school combined. Speaking life over the next generation! We really felt 
so loved as a team by the church. We keep praying for you, Chamulimba - 
God is restoring and rebuilding!
 
The second village we had the privilege to love is Chikwela, which means 
“God has permitted” or “God has agreed” - often expressing gratitude or 
divine blessing. From the moment we arrived here, we were served and 
loved. Word of Life Church in Chikwela is so hungry to learn more about the 
Word and about godly lifestyles in families, marriages, and finances. My 
prayer is that, as they grow and learn, neighbouring villages will experience 
the tangible love of God. 
 
Zambia, you are so loved. God’s heartbeat for this nation has become my 
heartbeat.
 
Thank you to the intercessors - we appreciate each one of you. We saw 
God’s hand of protection in every detail. Thank you to the team who prepared 
meals - we really appreciate it!
